It is important to me that our school is welcoming, both in the 
physical environment and through the interactions of students. 
A welcoming learning environment fosters an attitude that we 
care. Certainly my experiences moving to the school and 
checking with new families this year has told of how 
welcoming Boyne can be. However, we aspire for the highest standards possible.  
 
1.  Grounds - After the recent rains some preventative maintenance was undertaken with an 
excavator doing some earthworks. Replacement of some verandahs occurred and a concrete path 
has been laid. The next items are some clearing of overhanging trees to prevent gutters and drains 
becoming blocked, establishing a garden and reusing the concrete pavers in the Year 6/7 covered 
area vicinity, and a concrete path linking the Year 3 block. 
 
The school needs assistance. It is not very technical work but the scope is too much for our school 
facility officer to accomplish in addition to usual duties. I am looking to see if I generate some helpers, 
in groups of 3 or 4 at mutually convenient times to move this work along.  
 
2. One issue that students are least satisfied with is the behaviour of other students (School Opinion 
Survey 2007). This doesn’t quite match my observations because Boyne Island has been at the 
upper end of the scale of well behaved schools that I have worked in. A Bullying Survey is about to be 
conducted with all year 4 to 7 students to provide information from students about the current 
situation.  
 
One thing I have noticed is often students are unwilling to report as they perceive it will make matters 
worse and ‘bystanders’ don’t know how they can help. To assist students in reporting, a system will 
be developed that written reports can be left for administration to inform them of situations that might 
need monitoring. Provided is some information for parents about what you can do if required: 
 
– Talk with your child about school and keep the lines of communication open so children are more 

likely to confide in you. 
– Encourage your child to feel okay to ask others for help and to keep their own safety in mind. 
– Ensure your child knows how to report bullying and to ask you for help when needed. 
– Report the incident to a teacher. Don’t try to sort out the situation yourself. 
– Make sure you are modelling healthy behaviours to your child, especially in relation to conflict 

resolution and anger management. 
– Help protect your child from harassment and cyber-bullying by closely monitoring internet use 

and installing free internet filters. 
  
Technology 
The Smart Centre in the Library has been operating as a full laboratory 
of 28 computers ensuring one on one access for classes as required. 
Across the school the students have access to 105 computers for 
learning which is a ratio of 1 is to 3. The Interactive Whiteboards in the 
upper school are going to be supplemented with the addition of data 
shows in some further rooms to cater for our visual learners.

Open Night will showcase some of the activities students have been 
involved in.  We look forward to students being able to share with their families some of the work they

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Principal Matters  
 
A question was asked about the P&C levy. The P&C 
has a loan to pay for the air conditioners that were 
installed on their behalf. At the time they opted to take a 
loan so that they could take advantage of the program 
and share the costs across the student groups who 
would be accessing them. The levy is to meet their 
obligations without the burden of fundraising. 
 
Operating a voluntary levy scheme becomes a matter of 
family responsibility to do the right thing. Taking 
responsibility and valuing the decision to provide an 
improved learning enrichment to all students of the 
school. 
 
Thank you to the 25% of families who have already 
made their contribution.  I hope that by the end of this 
semester that the percentage is 85%.  
 
Clean Up Australia  
It was an enthusiastic turnout of volunteers who 
made time to make a positive contribution to the 
local environment on Saturday. It is a thankless 
job collecting litter generated from thoughtless 
disposal, but big deeds are generated by small 
actions. About twelve bags of rubbish were 
collected from approximately 3.2 hectares of area. 
The ‘Drains to Creek’ message really hits when 
you see the extra litter congregated around 
drainage areas.
