UP TO DATE CONTACT DETAILS 
In the event that communication regarding a school closure occurs, the school mobile - 
0407 731 672 will be activated for after-hours contact. It normally only gets used for 
Excursions.  
 
The issue has highlighted the need to review and ensure the best possible communication 
systems. A parental email loop is able to be set up that would duplicate any letters that are 
sent home via students (by either attachment if under 100k in size or as a link to a file 
posted on the school webpage). A letter seeking details is being sent home to all parents 
without an email contact currently on file. 
 
H1N1 Influenza A (Human Swine Influenza) 
Queensland currently has its response level to H1N1 Influenza A (Human Swine Influenza) 
at a CONTAIN level whilst Victoria is a modified SUSTAIN level. As a higher level of spread 
of the disease occurs individuals affected will be required to observe a seven-day time-out 
period before re-entering one of our schools. Currently Qld schools are closing for reported 
infections, but at some point it will be individuals who withhold themselves from schools. 
There will be information presented depending on what eventuates. 
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Principal Matters  
  
The School Annual Report 2008 has been updated to 
the website. Parents and Carer satisfaction in 2008 was 
above the state mean in all areas – Student Outcomes, 
Curriculum, Pedagogy, Learning Climate, School 
Climate, School-Community Relations & Resources. 
Parent satisfaction regarding their children getting a 
good education was 95% in 2008 whilst 95% were 
satisfied that Boyne Island State School is a good 
school. 
 
The National Assessment Program Literacy and 
Numeracy will provide information about how students 
are progressing. From the 2007 results an appropriate 
response was implemented. Whilst there was a very 
strong writing result, the reading area indicated a 
School-wide Home Reading program, levelled and 
improved resources and regular benchmarks of 
progress would be beneficial.  
 
I don't think it is helpful to draw comparison to other 
schools whose figures are not flattering. One clear 
message from the data is confirmation that community 
(postcode), or socio economic factors, are a big 
indicator of student outcomes. I can reveal the second 
factor is student attendance (excessive days away from 
school impact. ie Every day Counts) 
 
There are so many differences amongst schools, that I 
am hopeful that narrow judgments don't result in 
schools narrowing the focus of a good all round 
education in response to the change in focus of the 
National Testing. ��
 
ATHLETICS 
A program of events is published in this week’s 
newsletter for all Athletics events. It is a summary 
version published in advance so parents and students 
can plan their day. 
The Carnival is a great School day. Field event 
organisers will be looking for some parental help to 
conduct the events. Whilst teachers will be controlling 
and judging the event, help is required for measuring 
and returning equipment to competitors. 
 
Students are able to wear running spikes for the 100m, 
200m and long jump. For safety reason, if spikes are 
used, they can only be put on just before the event and 
need to be taken off immediately after, ie not to be worn 
around.

It is always worthwhile to stand back before an 
Athletics Carnival and consider what your role 
will be. Your child, by participating, will have 
benefits, including better levels of fitness, a 
pleasurable social environment and the 
satisfaction derived from performance.  

 
Just as important as any of the above benefits, is that 
Athletics provides children with the chance to have fun - 
TO PLAY. By taking a considered, understanding 
approach, a parent can be their child's most valuable 
asset. On the other hand, parents who bribe, threaten 
punishment, push their children, or become 'abusive 
screamers' can have a negative effect on a child in 
sport.
